Each bid must be made upon the prescribed forms, furnished with the Contract
Drawings and Specifications, including the non-collusion affidavit and ownership
statement compliance form and must be accompanied by a Consent of Surety and a
certified check, cashier's check, or Bid Bond of not less than ten (10%) percent of the
amount bid and, not to exceed $20,000.00. Such checks and Bonds shall be made
payable to the Owner and will be held as a Guarantee that in the event the Bid is
accepted and a Contract awarded to the bidder, the Contract shall be duly executed
and its performance properly secured. The successful bidder shall furnish and
deliver to the Owner a performance and payment bond in the amount of 100 percent
of the accepted bid amount as security for the faithful performance and payment of
the Contract. Further, the successful bidder must furnish the policies or Certificates
of Insurance required by the Contract. In default thereof, said checks and the
amount represented thereby will be forfeited to the aforesaid Owner as liquidated
damages. Bids must be accompanied, in the case of corporations not chartered in
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New Jersey, by proper certificate that such corporation is authorized to do business
in the State of New Jersey.

If so, what quantity of rock should be assumed to be needed to dispose of?
No, all stone from existing channel walls will be stockpiled on-site as directed by the RE.
Question: If the alternate is not awarded, must all of the rock removed from the existing
wall in the base bid be disposed of?
